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Ingredients

2 bananas
1

7 carrot
Handful of raisins or sultanas chopped
3 strawberries

6 grapes

Method

Cut each banana into 9 thick slices.
Peel the carrot and cut into small triangular slithers for a pointy nose.
Trim the stem from the strawberries and then cut in half.
4.  Cut the grapes in half, using only the smooth half.

5.  Toassemble, thread three slices of banana on to each skewer followed by a strawberry hat and grape.
Gently press the currents into the banana slices to create eyes and the buttons on the body. Add the

carrot nose.

6.  Serve immediately.
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
